Hope that everyone had a 

good summer. The ranges will start to get 

busy with folks getting ready for the 

upcoming hunting seasons. A good time to 

go to avoid the rush is during the week 

days if you can. When at the ranges be 

vigilant with respect to safety and follow 

the rules. 

This summer has been relatively quiet with 

less new work and improvements to the 

property. In the next couple weeks there 

will be some brush clearing to enlarge 

trailer and tent sites in the campground. 

This should not greatly affect availability 

for camping. The work is expected to take 

a few hours and there will be a need to do 

some clean-up of debris afterwards. We 

may need some volunteer time from 

members for this. Will let you know if that 

is the case. 

The video surveillance is more or less 

complete, but there is a problem with 

reception between some cameras and the 

monitor that records activity. We expect 

this to be corrected soon. 

Negations with the Nature Conservancy of 

Canada (NCC) to establish a conservation 

easement on our property are nearing an 

end. It has been a protracted process with 

numerous meetings and discussions. The 

purpose of the easement is to protect and 

maintain the wildlife habitat of 

undeveloped parcels of land on the 

property in a natural state. Some of these 

parcels of land already have covenants on 

them that limit development. The NCC 

easement ensures that all will be protected. 

The quarter section that contains the firing 

ranges, clubhouse and other developments 

are exempt from the easement. 

In closing, remember to attend the  

Hunterôs Night meeting in September at 

the ACT centre in Rundle Park with Fish 

and Wildlife personnel to get an update on 

changes in hunting regulations. I believe 

the date for the meeting is September 8th.  

An announcement of the meeting as usual 

will be sent out to members.

the range, ready

Some additional round target Butt material 

was also obtained from the Capital Archers. 

Two of the butt targets, like the ones used in 

competitive archery and the Olympics, are 

ready to go but I will need some help to in-

stall them. And we have the materials to as-

semble two more Also a bow rack and folding 

table will be in place 

once some minor 

repairs are done. 

The rules of the 

Archery Range are 

quite simple.

A sign with the rules 

(to hang on the shed) 

and some directional 

signs have been requested 

If budget allows we will do some work at the 

shed area to level a bit more ground, widen 

the fixed target area and put more gravel for 

parking.
