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Hi!  Summer is gone and fall has 
arrived. By now I expect many of 
you that hunt have already been 
tramping the woods and wading in 
the ponds. 
  
This past summer was a busy one. 
Renovations and improvements to 
all of the shooting ranges are just 
about complete. Shooting benches 
have been installed at the big bore 
overflow range and shooting 
screens at the overflow and rim fire 
ranges will be shortly completed.  
 
Plans for next year are underway. 
We are hoping to make 
improvements to the campground. 
It was last renovated about 10 
years ago. Since then, especially 
this summer, campground use by 
members has increased. Plans are 
to increase the size of the campsites 
to better accommodate s RVs as the 
current sites are too small. A 60/40 
balance between tent and RV sites 
is anticipated. This will require 
removal of trees and brush that 

have grown in over the last 10 
years and some more fill to widen 
the sites. 
 
Work is also underway to improve 
the archery range and trail. We 
want to make it more useable for 
members. Plans are to improve the 
trail, build an elevated shooting 
platform and slowly provide 3D 
targets. 
 
Implementation of a card lock 
system at the gate is also being 
considered. This with the 
completion of the video 
surveillance will provide better 
control for access and security to 
the property. This probably will 
not happen until 2012. 
Hope to see many of you at the 
General Meetings this fall and next 
years. Dave Hollingshead has some 
interesting speakers planned.

I hope everyone is having a great hunting 
season, but it wonõt be long until we will be 
putting the guns away, at least for a while, and 

digging out the ice fishing gear.  
 
There are numerous lakes within two hours of 
Edmonton that have good populations of 
walleye.  Most of them are catch and release, but 
you can still have lots of fun if you are a walleye 
hunter. Personally I very rarely fish any lake in 
the winter that I have not previously fished in 
the open water season.  If you have not fished a 
particular lake, that does not mean you should 
not fish it, as there are numerous on -line sites 
with basic depth maps that will show you some 
good areas to start. That said, checking out 

structure, depths, and key holding areas is 
accomplished much more easily and quickly in 
the summer months and, if you mark these 
spots with a GPS, it can save a lot of time 
searching in the winter months.  
 
Once we have safe ice, and depending on snow 
conditions ,all areas of a lakes can be accessible 
(check your regulations for specific lake 
closures) for fishing. This is especially appealing 
to those anglers who do not have access to a 
boat in the summer, and with the aid of your 
maps it will give you some good starting spots.  
 
Chasing winter walleye can be done with very 
little gear, as can most species in the winter 
months, but like all fishing, there are lots of 
accessories that can increase your success and 
make your time on the ice much more 
comfortable.   

 

As I mentioned, the GPS can save lots of time 
and if you have buddies that have fished a 
specific lake that you have not, they may have 

co-ordinates they will share with you. If you are 
fishing shoreline structure such as main lake 
points or visible weed beds, a GPS may not be 
that important, but in the winter I fish mid lake 
humps a lot and they can be in -valuable for 
locating them in the hard water season.  I also 
find fishing with a sonar device very helpful.  I 
like using a flasher in the winter as it not only 
gives you a good reading of the depth but also 
allows you to watch 
your lure and the 
fish at the same 
time in real time. 

Viewing your lure 
and watching how 
the fish react to 
your presentation 
is a great learning 
experience, and will 
educate you on 
selecting the right presentation and depth for 
the day. Underwater cameras can also be a great 
way to view walleye reactions, but I find the 
flasher much more portable when moving across 
structure to locate the òdepthó of the day. 

Everyone has their favourite lures 

for ice fishing, and although I will 

try lots of lures through the day I 

probably still have my best luck 

with a jig, or jigging spoon. I like 

the swim type jig like the system 

flyer, or jigging rap. A new lure on 

the market this year is the moxie minnow which 

has some very unique colors and should prove 

very successful for walleye. Jigs are normally 

tipped with minnows, and presentations are 

usually quite slow. There are occasions when I 

will leave my jig sitting right on the bottom for 

three or four minutes without even moving it, 

and then just slightly. There have been many

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days when the walleye will suck 

the lure right off the bottom while 

it is a total rest. For a more 

aggressive jigging action I have 

had good luck some days with the 

chubby darters and the new Lindy 

Darters in a variety of colors. I 

usually do not tip either of the 

darters with any bait. Another 

presentation I have been trying 

more the last 2 -3 years is drop -

shotting, usually with a two hook 

setup, with one hook about 3 -4 

inches off the bottom and the 

other one about 12 inches above 

that. The gulp minnows have 

worked really well on the drop shot 

rigs and stay on the hook much 

better than a real minnow.  

 

I use mostly spinning rod and 

reels in a medium to light action 

for ice fishing, and load them with 

either 6 or 8 lb. superline, such as 

Fireline or Powerpro. Bait casters 

work well too but I have found that 

if it is quite cold they can have a 

tendency to bind a bit, so usually 

only use them on the warmer 

days.  

 

Fishing for winter walleye I have 

had better success moving quite a 

bit between holes, either up and 

down a reef, parallel to a 

weededge, or on top, off the edges 

and down the side of mid lake 

humps so I do not normally set up 

a tent.  

 

When starting out I drill about 10 -

20 holes at different depths on a 

reef, or along a weed edge. On 

small mid lake humps I start 

drilling the holes on top of the 

hump and then down off a couple 

(Continued from page 10) of sides, especially if one side has a sharp drop and the other 

ones are more gradual.  

 

When moving between holes I use a pail which holds 6 rod/

reel setups pre -rigged with various lures, scooper, thermos etc. 

This allows me to move around fairly quick and use different 

presentations, until the fish are located. Once the fish are 

located I will usually stop at that location and fish two holes, 

one with a set line, or my auto jigging setup and the other one 

I will jig with. If the bite dies, I start moving until the fish are 

located again.  

Although walleye can be caught throughout the day I have 

found that winter walleye fishing is much better at first light 

and the hour or so before sunset and sometimes right after 

dark as well.  

Ice fishing is a great family activity so be sure to take your 

wife/girlfriend and the kids fishing. Our winters can be long in 

Alberta and I find ice fishing a very relaxing sport as well a 

great time to visit with family and friends.  

 

Where ever you decide to go, get out there, have fun, and have 

a great ice fishing season!!  
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As the light grows dimmer and the trail begins to fade, 
my sweetest dreams are those of yesteryear, at deer camp.
